THEME: ENVIRONMENT, EARTH SCIENCE & CLIMATE CHANGE 

 
AIMS & OBJECTIVES 

Earth, the only known planet in the solar system, supports various life forms.  But Earth was not 
created in one day. Billions and billions of years of geographical evolution has gone into the 
creation of this great planet. The amazing fact is that Earth is the only planet in the solar system 
that is known to support life. It has three parts like geosphere, hydrosphere and atmosphere. All 
these parts of the Earth together support the biosphere and allow life to exist in an atmosphere rich 
in oxygen and abundance of water on its surface. 

Every life form on Earth needs definite surroundings where they can complete their life 
processes needed for their growth, and lastly, they leave the Earth. The resources of their worldly 
body finally get mixed in the surroundings and recycle in time. In this context, the environment is 
defined as the sum total of all living and non-living interacting components, influences and events 
surrounding an organism. In fact, in the living world all lives including man can never be survived 
without interaction between other living and non-living components. 

Earth has evolved slowly as a self-regulating complex system involving biosphere, 
hydrosphere, and atmosphere tightly coupled together as an evolving natural Earth ecosystem. 
This interaction of living forms by bacteria, viruses and other wild animals establishes a global 
control system that regulates earth’s surface temperature, atmospheric composition and oceanic 
salinity powered by the thermodynamic equilibrium system of the earth ecosystem. Ecological 
systems of earth are in a state of equilibrium. But earth is in constant disturbances for acute 
chaotic and dynamic changes.  It is true that living organisms interact with their inorganic 
surroundings on earth to form a synergistic and self-regulating, self-sustaining yet complex 
ecosystem that helps to maintain and perpetuate the favourable conditions of life on the planet.  

But the ecosystem services responsible for maintaining the total environment healthy and 
keeping all the non-living and living resources including man happy on the mother earth. But the 
environment is in a state of crisis and the question sounds like has the world run amok?  In a word, 
yes. And we know why: the culprit is us. It is humans who pump greenhouse gases into the 
atmosphere, not only warming the earth but increasing the magnitude and frequency of heat 
waves, drought, and storms. And it is humans who have created the issues like pollution, 
deforestation, loss of biodiversity and climate change through changing land use and over 
exploitation. 
   In a recent report of the century-old health related international journal Lancet mentioned 
that 1.7 million people were killed in 2022 due to air pollution across India, which is a 40 percent 
rise from 2020. This is due to exposure from most toxic PM2.5, the ultrafine particulate pollutant. 
Another report claims 2 million deaths linked to air pollution. In 2022 in India there were over 1,718, 
000 deaths attributed to anthropogenic air pollution (PM2.5). It was an increase of 38 percent since 
2010. 

While studying the effects of climate change, 130 scientists from more than 50 countries 
recorded that in 2024 the world faced a record high number of heat-wave days, with a 300 percent 
rise compared to two decades back. Also recorded 20 days of heat-waves during 2024.  About 
44% of these deaths were due to fossil fuels.  

Indoor air pollution contributes significantly to deaths from fossil fuels. Heat waves were on 
rise as in 2024, people in India were exposed to 19.8 heat wave days. Another most important 
environmental change due to climate change is sea level rise. It is already known that in 
Sundarbans four islands are already affected by these phenomena and thousands of inhabitants in 
those islands are known as climate refugees. 

Recent disasters happened in North Bengal and adjacent country Nepal due to continuous 
heavy rainfall in a short period, for which the culprit is climate change.  
Most Bengal cities faced worsening air pollution in 2024, Durgapur and Asansol among global 
toppers. Though Kolkata’s trend of air pollution was recorded as a marginal air pollution, it is still 
the second most polluted city in the country after Delhi.  

There are many more reports on different aspects of the degradation of the environment 
causing climate change and its effect on all natural resources and man. Sir David Attenborough, 
world renowned veteran naturalist, told world leaders at climate change summit COP27 in Egypt to 
“rewrite our story and that future generations would judge us for our success or failure”.  



  

Just a few days before the COP30 on the UN's climate change issue in Belem, Brazil, was 
completed.  As reported in the media, COP30 ended with some significant wins for climate action. 
!.50 C goals were reaffirmed, adaptation finance was increased, new funding was gathered for 
renewable energy and other issues.  

The aforesaid discussion may have focused basic thoughts about our environment and its 
problems relating to the planet Earth’s geosphere, hydrosphere and atmosphere along with the 
impact of climate change issues on the Earth. But now the pertinent question comes to mind that 
these are science-based research oriented complicated issues. Then what school students can 
contribute to this field of science? Is there any scope to teach them all these issues? If yes, how 
and what benefit will society get?  

They are now in the budding stage of the fruit of knowledge. We apply different types of 
fertilisers and many nutrients to transform the bud in its fullest growth with all beneficial features. 
Exactly, with the same idea if the young minds which are in a growing stage like buds are 
managed like fruit trees, their knowledge about the Earth system along with unending benefits of 
the natural environment, its crisis and remedies will certainly be enriched.  

It may be said that they already know about the environment through school books. But the 
difference lies in the module of the awareness program. After the very brief talks by the experts on 
different aspects related to the theme, the students would have to participate and they will be 
encouraged by the experts to present the topic in his own way, they will be inspired by the experts 
to question in such a dedicated way that every participant gets inspired to join the discussion. The 
method will create a sort of competition amongst the students.   Besides these lecture sessions 
(maximum three lectures, 15 minutes each) the students will be asked to present models and 
charts on the theme, debate, extempore talk (on unknown topics on the theme), etc.  The principle 
of our awareness method is ‘short lectures with more interactions’. Finally, before distribution of 
Certificates and Awards the participants will be given 10 minutes to answer 8/10 questions on the 
theme to evaluate our success and guidelines for conducting awareness programs in future.  

Lastly, comes the most important question about the benefit of such awareness programs. 
We the members of the organization named ‘PASE’ (Peoples Association for Science and 
Environment) prefer to inform the school students with the following ideas-   
Develop environmental awareness and knowledge; develop the idea of 3Rs : reduce, reuse 
recycle; conserving energy and water; choosing sustainable transportation like walking, cycling or 
using public transport; avoiding  use of single use plastic; promote healthy lifestyle; prepares for 
green career, adopting sustainable habits; participating in school and community initiatives; 
engaging in hands - on learning; innovating solutions; educating peers and family.; save 
biodiversity; plantation in school and locality. Finally, it may be mentioned with confidence that if 
the seed of environmental knowledge is sown in the school student, the fruit will ripe when they will 
be the responsible citizen of the country.
